VEHICLE RECOMMENDATIONS

« Due to weight restricticns on these vehicle's front
GAWR limit to driver and one passenger cnly while
plow is installed unless specified below. The front
GAWR must also be at least 2650 ibs as shown on
the driver's side door sticker.

* Ballast weight is not required on the Jeep Wrangler
modeis.

* Front end wheel alignment and headlight aim may
require readjustment after installation of
equipment, and Is the responsibility of the
equipment installer. Fallure to adjust front wheel
alignment may cause premature uneven tire wear.
If required, reset to chassis manufaciure’s
specifications found in the Jeep Shop Manual,

Rear bailast is determined by weighing a vehicle's front
and rear axles and adding weight behind the rear axle
untit front axie weight is under or equal to the vehicle
specific front GAWR while not exceeding the rear GAWR
and GVWR.

Vehicle option packages may vary. if in doubt, it is
always a geod idea to weigh the vehicls to ensure all
weight ratings are not exceeded with plow in the raised
position,

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Using LH & RH Side Member (1 & 2) as a template,
drill two 1" diameter holes in vehicle frame rails.

Note: Should interference of the bumper fascia (Trim
Strip) occur while instaling LH & RH Side Member (1
& 2}, it may be necessary to loosen the screws and
re-adjust fascia . (Trim if necessary).

Attach LH & RH Side Member (1 & 2) to vehicle frame
using Special Bolts (3), Spacers {4}, 3/4" Lockwasher
(10) and 3/4" Finishnut (11) on the two front holes,
Use Special bolt (3) and 3/4" Locknut (9) on rear hole,

Atiach LH Side Member and RH Side Member (1&2)to
Drive Pro Clevis (*} using 1/2-13 x 2* Bolt (5) and 1/2-13
Locknte {7) in top 2 holes. Algo attach using 5/8-11 x 2
Bolt (6) and 5/8-11 Locknut (8) in lower hole

NGTE: before tightening the fasteners, the clevis should
be level with the ground and pushed back as far under
the vehicie as possible.

Tighten al! fasteners to their proper torgue. Tighten bolts
in the same order they were assembled to the vehicie,

Install recommended ballast for this vehicle. Using sait
or sand bags are suggested for weight.

Install remaining snowplow hardware per separate
instructions.

Be sure that load is secure while
transporting, With baliast weight
in place, be sure that only the
driver is in vehicle while plowing
to avoid overloading.
